Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, Madhya Pradesh, Odisha, Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh
and Uttarakhand, which has been attached herewith. States should get drinking
water quality testing done for the districts mentioned in the list.

water quality, JE/AES problem or districts having significant cases of
undernutrition/Anaemia for children in rural areas.
