Dear Sir/Madam,

The Ministry of Drinking Water & Sanitation administers the Nirmal Bharat
Abhiyan (NBA) programme with the objective to accelerate sanitation coverage in rural
areas to achieve the vision of Nirmal Bharat by 2019. Construction of Individual Household
Latrines (IHHL), School and Anganwadi Toilets, Community Sanitary Complexes and Solid
Liquid Waste Management are important components of the programme.

2, The status of sanitation in rural areas is not adequate at present as about 60% of our
rural population defecate in the open. This leads to health problems in the population and
also especially affects women and children in terms of their safety, security and dignity.

3. At present, the following financial assistance under Nirmal Bharat Abhiyan is being
provided to States/UTs:

a) Individual Household Latrines (IHHL): Rs. 4,600/- (Rs. 5,100/- for hilly
and difficult areas). The Central Share out of this is Rs. 3,200/- (Rs.3,700/- for
hilly and difficult areas) and State share is Rs. 1,400/- . An amount of up to
Rs.5,400/- is also available under MGNREGA. The beneficiary has to contribute
Rs.900/-

b) School Toilets: Unit cost of School Toilet is Rs. 35,000/- (Rs. 38,500/- in case
of hilly and difficult areas). Funding for School Toilets by Central Government
and State Government is in the ratio of 70:30.

¢) Anganwadi Toilets: Unit cost of Toilets in Anganwadis in rural areas is
Rs.8,000/- (Rs.10,000/- for hilly and difficult areas). Funding for Anganwadi

Toilets is in the ratio of 70:30 by Central Government and State Government
respectively.

d) Community Sanitary Complexes(CSC): Unit cost for a Community Sanitary
Complexes is Rs. 2.00 lakh. Sharing pattern amongst Central Government, State
Government and the Community is in the ratio of 60:30:10.

e) Solid Liquid Waste Management (SLWM): The total assistance under
NBA for SLWM is on the basis of total number of households in each GP, subject
to a maximum of Rs. 7 Lakh for a Gram Panchayat having up to 150 households,
Rs. 12 Lakh up to 300 households. Rs. 15 lakh up to 500 households and Rs. 20
lakh for GPs having more than 500 households. Funding for SLWM project
under NBA is provided by the Central and State Government in the ration of
70:30.
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4. Requests have been received from various Stakeholders for additional funding for
the above activities. It is expected that additional funding will enable the construction of
more toilets. There is an urgent need to converge additional financial resources from all
sources to this sector. The MPLADS is one of the possible sources of additional support.

5. Extract from MPLADS Guidelines is enclosed for ready reference. MPLADS funds
can be provided for construction of IHHLs (without specifying the list of beneficiaries),
School and Anganwadi Toilets, Community Sanitary Complexes (Public toilets and
bathrooms) and for Solid Liquid Waste Management Activities as the Nirmal Bharat
Abhiyan (NBA) is a Centrally Sponsored Scheme. In such cases, the entire approved unit
cost under each scheme (Central and State Share) could be met through MPLAD funds
without resorting the convergence with any other scheme.

6. Thus to improve the sanitation facilities in your Constituency, you are requested to
recommend the allocation of funds from your MPLADS, for construction of THHLs
(without specifying the list of beneficiaries), School and Anganwadi Toilets, Community
Sanitary Complexes (Public toilets and bathrooms) and for Solid Liquid Waste
Management Projects to meet full approved unit cost (Centre and State share) in each
case under the Scheme. You can, however, specify the geographical areas in which the
MPLADS funds are to be spent. This will help to achieve the vision of Nirmal Bharat by
2019 with all Gram Panchayats in the country attaining Nirmal Status and eliminating the
scourge of open defecation and squalor in our villages.

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EXTRACTS FROM MPLADS GUIDELINES

Para 1.3 The objective of the scheme is to enable MPs to recommend works
of developmental nature with emphasis on the creation of durable community
assets based on the locally felt needs to be taken up in their Constituencies.
Right from inception of the Scheme, durable assets of national priorities viz.
drinking water, primary education, public health, sanitation and roads, etc.
are being created.

Para 3.17 MPLAD Scheme can be converged in individual/stand-alone
projects of other Central and State Government schemes provided such works
of Central/State Governments Schemes are eligible under MPLADS. Funds
from local bodies can similarly also be pooled with MPLADS works. Wherever
such pooling is done, funds from other scheme sources should be used first
and the MPLADS funds should be released later, so that MPLADS fund results
in completion of the project.

Para 3.18 The MPs may recommend augmentation by certain amount out of
his MPLADS funds in a Centrally sponsored Scheme against central plus State
share indicating the geographical area where to be implemented and the
amount recommended, but will not be permitted to indicate the beneficiaries,
who will continue to be as per any prior list /priority list already drawn up by
the District Authority, and the list would not require a change on the request
of the MP.

Annexure II
LIST OF WORKS PROHIBITED UNDER MPLADS

11. Assets for individual /family benefits.(However, as per para 3.28 and 3.28.1
of the guidelines, tri-cycle (including motorised, artificial limbs and battery
operated motorized wheelchair to differently abled deserving persons are
permitted). MPs may also provide MPLADS funds to Centrally
Sponsored Schemes providing assets for individually family use,
with the proviso that the M.P. will not add or change the priority list or any of
the criteria for selection declared in the centrally sponsored scheme. He may
not nominate specific individuals as beneficiaries, but can nominate the
geographical area where these MPLADS funds would be spent.
